Children's Smiles Foundation (Fondatsiya Detski Usmivki), Sofia 1606, 33 Ivaylo Street, 3rd floor, flat 5, filed with the Register of Non-Profit Juridical Persons near Sofia City Court through decision, dated January 20, 2004 under company case No. 58/2004, lot No. 11032, volume 209, page 45, and filed with Central Register of Non-Profit Social Welfare Juridical Persons under No. 20040206008, with EIK code under Bulstat No. 131186223, acting in its capacity of accredited organization for mediation in intercountry adoption pursuant to Permission No. 117, dated March 15, 2010,  issued by the Minister of Justice, valid by March 15, 2015, with respect to the following countries: Germany, Greece, Canada, Cyprus, the USA and France, represented by the Director Galya Raykova Raykova, Attorney-at-law, personal identification No. ....................., holder of identity card No. ......................, issued on ....................... by the Ministry of Interior - Sofia, hereinafter referred to as 'Foundation', from the other side, 

concluded this Contract for the following:
I. Contract Subject
1. 
Through this Contract the Adoptive Parents shall assign and the Foundation shall accept to fulfill against payment, on behalf of and on the account of Adoptive Parents, all required actions under the existing Bulgarian legislation with respect to mediation for adoption of a Bulgarian child.
II. Information Declarations 

1. 
The Adoptive Parents declare that prior to signing this Contract the Foundation informed them about the following:

- 
Foundation's purposes, main operation and permission to mediate for intercountry adoptions, including the validity period of the permission and the rights conferred to the Foundation thereby;  
- 
amounts of state fees and means necessary for carrying out the mediation;
- 
Foundation's work organization;
- 
adoption procedure according to Bulgarian legislation;
- 
requirements to be met according to the legislation of Adoptive Parents' usual country of residence; 
- 
documents required for adoption procedure; 
- 
consequences of adoption according to the legislation of Adoptive Parents' usual country of residence; 
- 
Foundation's obligation to answer all Adoptive Parents' questions with respect to intercountry adoption and relations between the Adoptive Parents and Foundation;
- 
Adoptive Parents' right to file signal against Foundation's actions or lack of actions as well as to make proposals for Foundation's operation improvement;
- 
other circumstances of significant  importance for relations between the Foundation and Adoptive Parents.
2. 
The Foundation declares that this Contract is elaborated pursuant to: the Rules for Intercountry Adoption Mediation upon Meeting the Family Code Stipulations, announced by the Foundation; the International Private Law Code; Regulations Nos. 12/2009 and 13/2009 of the Ministry of Justice; and the Hague Convention.
III. Parties' Rights and Obligations
1. 
Foundation's Obligations:

The Foundation shall:

- 
provide precise and clear consulting to Adoptive Parents on any issue relevant to different stages of intercountry adoption procedure;
- 
provide translation in the respective language for Adoptive Parents' relations with the Foundation, central authorities, state authorities and institutions and other accredited organization;

- 
appoint a lawyer amongst Foundation's staff to be hold responsible for entire adoption procedure and to keep permanent contact with the Adoptive Parents; 
- 
elaborate a dossier for the Adoptive Parents and shall keep it in a special cabinet, ensuring necessary safety measures for both the dossier and information contained therein;  
- 
prepare and file application for Adoptive Parents' entry in the register under art. 113, paragraph 1 point 2, of the Family Code, accompanied by the document required for such entry pursuant to Regulation No. 13, dated September 30, 2009 for specifying the conditions and order for giving consent for intercountry adoption and for maintaining intercountry adoption registers;
- 
inform the Adoptive Parents they are entered in the register;
- 
follow up the necessary deadlines and stages of the adoption procedure and shall undertake necessary steps in due time and with due cares;
- 
request data from the Adoptive Parents and shall update  the information, submitted to the Ministry of Justice, with respect to the Adoptive Parents and their wish to adopt;
- 
inform the Adoptive Parents for consent given by the Minister of Justice to proceed with adoption of the child referred to by the Intercountry Adoption Council; 
- 
submit to the Adoptive Parents and/or their Central Authority the report, elaborated by the  Ministry of Justice, with respect to the child referred to, as well as child's photograph and other materials to help the Adoptive Parents with taking decision; 
- 
mediate and help the Adoptive Parents with making contact with adoptive child and, if needed, shall provide consulting services from specialists (psychologists, physicians, pedagogues);
- 
elaborate application for starting the adoption procedure upon received Adoptive Parents' express consent for adoption of the child referred to; in case no consent is given by the Adoptive Parents, the Foundation shall inform in due time the Ministry of Adoption;  

- 
inform the Adoptive Parents once the Minister of Justice gives express written consent for adoption;
- 
elaborate Adoptive Parents' application to Sofia City Court, accompanied by all documents required for the court procedure, which will be sent to the Court via the Ministry of Justice; 
- 
provide Adoptive Parents with representation during the court procedure; 
- 
provide the Adoptive Parents with court decision, child's new birth certificate and certificate, issued by the Minister of Justice and certifying that the adoption carried out in Bulgaria meets Hague Convention stipulations;
- 
undertake steps for issuing passport of the adoptive child and provides help with issuing permission for child's leaving Republic of Bulgaria as well as for issuing child's permanent residence permit in the accepting country; 
- 
provide support for ensuring safety and convenient conditions for child's transport; 
- 
request the Adoptive Parents to inform the Foundation about child's adaptation to and integration in the family every six months within two years of the adoption as well as to send to the Foundation post-adoption control reports, elaborated by the respective foreign competent authority or organization; 
- 
undertake all necessary measures to return the child back to Bulgaria in case Bulgarian court's decision is not recognized by the accepting country. 

2. 
Foundation's Rights:

The Foundation shall be entitled:

- 
to request and receive from the Adoptive Parents the entire necessary information and documentation to fulfill its obligations upon the adoption procedure as well as to be informed in due time about any changes relevant to the subject of this Contract;  
- 
to receive in due time the payments agreed herein. 

3. Adoptive Parents' Obligations

The Adoptive Parents shall:

- 
submit in due time all document required under art. 6 paragraph 4 of Regulation No. 13 with respect to the adoption procedure; these documents must be sent within their terms of validity and must be elaborated as specified preliminary by the Foundation; if needed, to update already submitted documents within specified deadlines; 
- 
pay sums agreed herein within specified terms and to Foundation's bank account;
- 
submit to the Foundation reports, elaborated by competent authority or accredited organization of the accepting country, for child's development every six months within two years as of the adoption, accompanied by documents, photographs, videos, etc.; 
- 
inform immediately the Foundation in case their country does not recognize Bulgarian Court's adoption decision and shall help the Foundation with returning the child to Republic of Bulgaria. 
4. Adoptive Parents' Rights

The Adoptive Parents shall be entitled:

- 
to have full Foundation's support upon and on the occasion of carrying out the procedure;
- 
to be informed at every stage of the adoption procedure; 
- 
to have Foundation's support for making contacts with the adoptive child as well as to be given entire information about child's health condition, physical and mental development; 
- 
to be represented with respect to the adoption everywhere it is necessary on the territory of Republic of Bulgaria.
IV. Financial Issues
1.  
The maximum cost of the mediation fees and expenses under this Contract shall not exceed USD 10.800. This sum shall cover all state, administrative, notary and court fees, fees paid to lawyers, specialists, translators, as well as all expenses relevant to Foundation's operation during the entire adoption procedure, specified in Annexes 1 and 2, which are part integral of this Contract. 
2. 
The sum shall be paid in four installments as follows:   
- 
first installment: USD 3.000 upon signing the Contract; 
- 
second installment: USD 2.000 before  Adoptive Parents' arrival for making personal contact with the child referred to for adoption:
- 
third installment: USD 4.000 upon Adoptive Parents' consent for continuing the adoption procedure; 
- 
forth installment: USD 1.800 after notification for enforcement of court's decision for adoption.
3. 
The first and second installments shall not be liable to reimbursement.  
4. 
The due sums shall be paid to following Foundation's bank account:

and the bank charges shall be borne by the Adoptive Parents or shall be paid by them in cash after invoice issuing.
V. Contract Termination
1. 
This Contract shall be terminated:
- 
upon law amendment or occurrence of other objective circumstance, which could make the adoption difficult or impossible; 
- 
unilaterally by the Adoptive Parents - after Adoptive Parents' written preliminary notice, provided they refuse to continue the adoption procedure; 
- 
unilaterally by the Foundation - through written preliminary notice to the Adoptive Parents, for Adoptive Parents' wrong non-fulfillment of obligations to submit necessary information and documents within specified deadlines or failure to pay due fees and expenses.  

2.  
In the above-mentioned cases, the payments already made shall not be liable to reimbursement by the Foundation.   

V. Other Stipulations
1. 
Together with signing this Contract, the Parties shall elaborate and the Adoptive Parents shall proceed to notary-certification of letter of attorney for Foundation's representation. 

2. 
Disputes, arisen between the Parties with respect to Contract fulfillment, shall be resolved by mutual consent. All complements and amendments to this Contract shall be elaborated in writing.  
3. 
In case the Parties fail to reach agreement, the disputes shall be resolved by the competent Bulgarian court. 
The stipulations of the civil legislation of Republic of Bulgaria shall be applicable to issues that are not regulated by this Contract. 
This Contract is elaborated and signed in three uniform copies in Bulgarian and English languages - one copy for each of the Parties and one copy for the Ministry of Justice of Republic of Bulgaria. 
The Contract text shall have enough force in the languages it is written.
This Contract shall enter in force after Adoptive Parents' first bank remittance under above Section IV is received to Foundation's bank account.  
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
